Chairman Stevens opened the meeting at 7:00 
 
Jennifer Stasinos was present, asking what she needs to do to open a dog training facility at 180 Rte 125, 
referenced by tax map 216.028.  She met with Greenwood the day before, and he told the Board that 
the only external change to the approved site plan was an enclosure fence that would be put within the 
existing approved future development footprint.  He said the Board needs to decide what degree of 
review is necessary.  He said this is a change of use, but has a low impact of changes to the plan.  He 
does not feel a new plan is required, but there should be a public hearing.  The consensus of the Board 
was that the public hearing would not require a new plan, but can be done by way of an affidavit to be 
written by Greenwood and recorded with the approved plan.  Stasinos thanked the Board for their time.   
 
Board Business 
 
The Board held discussion on considering a fluvial erosion ordinance.  Greenwood said the concept is the 
potential of adopting a zoning ordinance that addresses fluvial erosion that would speak to the dangers 
inherent in fluvial erosion through stormwater events.  He said Brentwood has major river and 
tributaries, and the need for zoning protection exists in town, and he is unsure if Brentwood needs 
additional zoning. He said Brentwood has a Shore land Protection Ordinance and is a member of the 
National Flood Insurance Program.  A geomorphic assessment has been done for the Town of 
Brentwood.  
 
Greenwood would like a GIS map prepared by the RPC to show what the difference is from the various 
protective modes that are being discussed.  He would like to prepare a map that shows the reaches 
along the river of the protective measures of the three elements of protection that Brentwood 
potentially has.   He said it did not look like the proposed fluvial erosion ordinance, the majority of it, 
extends further than our existing shoreland protection.  Greenwood said it is possible that it may be 
beneficial to add this to our shoreland ordinance, and combine the two.  Kennedy asked that the map 
show what land is already protected, or what is buildable land as much is already protected by 
conservation.  Victor Schmalzer of the Conservation Commission was present and said he likes the idea 
of combining this with the shoreland protection ordinance.  The Board asked Greenwood to prepare this 
map and bring back for further discussion. 
 
Motion made by Kennedy, 2nd by Johnston to approve the October 6 minutes:  the motion carried with 
Magnusson abstaining as he was not present.   
 
The Board is in receipt of a letter from Al Bailey of Auto Town, asking if he can open an annex to be 
located at the former Travel Top site, tax map 223.028.  He met with Greenwood yesterday, who said 
that this is a previously approved use.   
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Motion made by Kennedy, 2nd by Johnston, that this is a continuation of a previously approved use, and 
does not require a public hearing, based on Bailey working within the approved site plan:  all were in 
favor. 
 
St. Hilaire said that 3 G’s Realty and Ms. Nicolova have a written agreement that her driveway, tax map 
220.009 and associated work will be completed by the end of October.  Stevens suggested that the 
Selectmen hold any future occupancy permits until this is in compliance.   
 
Motion made by Hubbard, 2nd by Kennedy to send 3 G’s Realty a letter stating that the work associated 
with the relocation of the Nicolova driveway be completed by October 31st, and if not completed by this 
date the Planning Board will request to the Board of Selectmen that Certificates of Occupancy be held 
until they are compliant.  All were in favor.   
 
The PB is in receipt of correspondence from Harriet Cady.  The deadline for any appeal was Monday, 
October 17th.    Greenwood was asked by the Board to speak with town counsel regarding the revocation 
appeal process.   
 
Greenwood said that he sent a draft proposal of the safety study of Pine Rd and Rte 27 to Stephen 
Pernaw, but that Pernaw has been out of the office for the past week.  He said that Pernaw has already 
begun surveying.   
 
Greenwood distributed a draft proposal of the revision to the sign ordinance that included a Special 
Exception requirement for the allowance of a second sign on properties that have greater than 350 feet 
of frontage.  After discussion, members agreed to having Greenwood re-write this as a Conditional Use 
Permit and not by Special Exception.   
 
Greenwood will contact the Rockingham Economic Development Corporation to speak with the Board 
regarding developing a plan for commercial development in Brentwood.   
 
Motion made by Stevens, 2nd by Kennedy to adjourn at 8:35 pm:  all were in favor.
