BRENTWOOD BOARD OF SELECTMEN
MINUTES OF 9/21/10 MEETING

Convened: 6:30 p.m.
Present: Kevin Johnston

The Board met and reviewed payroll, accounts payable, and signed the register. The Selectmen
reviewed and signed the recreation register.

Jonathan Ellis was in to present the weekly Treasurer’s report.

The Selectmen reviewed the minutes of the 9/14/10 meeting. Bryan made a motion, seconded by
Artimovich, to approve the minutes as written. All voted in favor. The Selectmen reviewed the
minutes of the nonpublic meeting from 9/14/10. Artimovich made a motion to approve the
nonpublic minutes as written. Bryan seconded the motion; all voted in favor.

The Board discussed the following:

A letter sent by Attorney McKittrick, as representative for Krista Larson, regarding a
proposed agreement regarding the easement and her retaining wall. Julie explained to the
Board that she forwarded the letter to Hoyle, Tanner to see if the proposals are even
possible. Their letter of response was read. The Selectmen would like to get an estimate
from Hoyle, Tanner for the changes that would be required to accommodate Larson’s
request.

The Police Dept would like to use some of their impact fee money to purchase file
cabinets. They currently have all their files in cardboard file boxes. A motion was made
by Bryan and seconded by Johnston to approve the purchase of the file cabinets with
impact fee money. All voted in favor.

Bryan made a motion, seconded by Artimovich, to inquire with Town Counsel as to the
importance of Mr. Boddy testifying at the Knowles hearing. All voted in favor.

A newspaper article about a woman who got hurt at a town rummage facility and the
Town had to pay her a $45,000 settlement. The Board had a brief discussion about
allowing residents to dump metals at the highway shed.

Building Inspector Gil Tuck had nothing for the Board.

Mr. Abusamra, Haigh Rd resident, was in to make 3 points about roads in town that he would
like the Board to consider:

1. Pine Rd — Has tremendous wind and it is very difficult to see in bad weather. He
would like to see reflectors on both sides of the road, up and down the road.

2. Mr. Abusamra has witnessed near accidents at two islands in town, one at
Pickpocket and Middle, the other at Lake Rd and South. He recommends all
traffic from South Rd turning onto Lake be directed around the right of the island
and any traffic turning from Lake onto South Rd again be directed to the right,
even those making a left hand turn.

3. He recommends the same thing for the island on Pickpocket & Middle.
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Robinson said the only way to accomplish that is to remove the islands. He has no recollection
of any accidents at either location. Johnston said it is something they could consider but it would
be a major change in the traffic pattern. The Board agreed to have some delineating posts with
reflectors installed on Pine Rd.

Fire Chief Kevin Lemoine was in to discuss the following:

e When they vacate the Crawley Falls Fire Station, the fire alarm system at the Grange
disappears. They may want to budget for a new fire alarm system in that building.

e Lemoine inquired about the utilities at the Crawley Falls Station after they vacate. Julie
told him that a letter was just sent to the Firemen’s Association informing them that the
Selectmen agreed to pay for the utilities through the end of the year at which point at will
become the responsibility of the Association. Lemoine said there is no way the
Association can afford that. Lemoine said it may be in the best interest of the Town to
keep some heat in there. Byrne suggested they get an oil delivery just before the end of
the year and with the heat turned way down it may last them through most of the winter.

e They are going to lower the price from about $360,000 to about $300,000. They have not
had any serious inquiries.

The Selectmen opened a bid from Bob’s Heavy Equipment for the removal of the scrap metal
currently at the Highway Shed. The bid was to pay the Town $200/gross ton. The other bid they
had received was for $160/ton. Bryan made a motion, seconded by Byrne, to award the bid to
Bob’s Heavy Equipment. All voted in favor.

The Board signed the following documents:

e Artimovich made a motion to sign the Bill of Sale for the purchase of the 1994
International Dump Truck by Adam Mazur. Bryan seconded the motion; all voted in
favor.

¢ A motion was made by Artimovich and seconded by Bryan to participate in the State of
NH E911 Mapping Program at no cost to the Town. All voted in favor.

Department Head Meeting

Julie handed out budget information to all department heads. She explained that they all
received an attachment which indicates what % to budget for FICA, Medicare and NH
Retirement (including the increase in rates effective Julyl, 2011). She informed them that
COLA information and salary increase recommendations from the Selectmen are on hold until
we receive information about health care rates for 2011. In addition, she reminded Department
Heads that employee evaluations should be completed prior to meeting with the Board to discuss
2011 budgets.

Johnston commented that in reviewing the budgets it appears that everyone is in good shape. He
asked Department Heads to explain how they see their budget looking for next year and said that
the Board would like to see zero budget increases again for next year.

Phyllis Thompson, Town Clerk/Tax Collector
-Everything seems to be OK.
-They need to buy a new printer. If the budget allows, she will get it this year.
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-On line payments are increasing.
-She is working with Citizens Bank to start accepting credit card payments. The expense is
passed along to the user.

Wayne Robinson, Police Chief

-They are doing OK with this year’s budget.

-Would like to increase firearm’s training next year.

-The Board would like to meet the new part-time police officer.

-They need to make a gun cleaning area in the PD.

-They are getting all the shifts covered but are wondering if they should come in to discuss
getting the 6™ full-time officer back next year. They still need to call in other towns at times to
give them a hand.

Wayne Robinson, Road Agent

-The road work is done for this year.

-The have sand, salt and cold patch they have yet to pay for this year.

-There is still quite a bit left in vehicle repairs but they hesitate to reduce it next year because you
never know when a piece of equipment could break down.

-As far as warrant articles are concerned, they will probably be looking to increase the amount
put into the capital reserve fund for equipment purchases. In addition, they would like to replace
the backhoe.

Bruce Stevens, Planning Board

-Budget is on target.

-There are a couple of possible work force housing projects in the pipe line.

-A 3-lot subdivision was recently approved.

-Glenn Greenwood is working on the Capital Improvement Plan.

-Next summer they will redo the Census Chapter of the Master Plan based on the info gathered
in the current census.

-The Planning Board is now dealing with condominium conversion of commercial properties.
Town Counsel will be coming in to discuss this with the Planning Board next Thursday.

Kathy St. Hilaire, for Recreation

-Soccer program participation increased 24% over last year.

-They had a great response to the pick-up adult softball program that was started this year; they
had over 85 participants.

-Margaret is going to meet with the Seniors to discuss potential programs.

-Working on the addition of a toddler section of the playground.

-Irrigation tank has been delivered. It will be complete this year.

-BCC rentals saw a 75% increase over last year during the months of June through August. With
the increase in rentals they plan to increase their contribution towards utility payments next year.
-Johnston asked if the increase in recreation activity will require an increase in hours for
Margaret. St. Hilaire said she is very efficient with her time, but it will be discussed.

-Would like to make some changes to the storage area at the BCC.

-A thank you was expressed to the highway dept for the maintenance of the fields.
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-Artimovich mentioned a parking issue with the football folks during elections. St. Hilaire will
speak with Margaret about it so it won’t be a problem for November election.

-Artimovich questioned what, if anything, is planned to take care of the sulfur smell of the water.
St. Hilaire said the commission will look into it.

-Thompson asked if the recreation commission has looked at getting their own janitor. She
continued that Jim seems to be spending more and more time over there and less at the Town
Office. St. Hilaire said she can bring it up but that the policy is that the building is supposed to
be left in the same condition it was in when they got there. So, if people do this, there really
shouldn’t be any affect on his hours from the increase in rentals. Christine Belanger added that
he does have other areas that he is responsible for cleaning so she doesn’t feel the blame can be
put on just one department. Johnston said the Selectmen can discuss it.

Christine Belanger, Joint Loss Committee

-They have grown to 8 members.

-They recently met with a representative from Primex to review the Town’s safety programs.
We seem to be in good shape.

-There is a $1,070 grant available through Primex for items that would improve workplace
safety. Christine asked that any department heads with suggestions of what the money could be
used for submit it in writing to the committee and they will review it at their next meeting.

Mary Clancy, Supervisors of the Checklist

-In 2011 they will be required to do a purge of the checklist which is state law every 10 years in
a year ending in 1. They’ve been trying to get more information from the state about how it will
be done. They do know they will need more postage and stationary.

Rob Wofchuck, Conservation Commission

-They will be within budget this year.

-They’ve been working on a couple of grants, 1 for Stormwater Management Improvements on
Haigh Rd and Rowell Rd, and the other for an Easement Purchase. In the process they will be
spending about $8,000 on an appraisal and to hire Rockingham County Conservation District to
write the grants. So for next year to replenish their fund back up to the $75,000, their annual
appropriation line will be about an additional $7,000 over this year’s appropriation of $938.

-The warrant article for the Open Space Bond is due to expire at the end of 2011. They will need
to have a warrant article for an extension. There is about $220,000 left.

Bob Gilbert, Library Trustee

-Asked that all departments be held to the same requirements for the 2011 budget. He said they
were told no raises for employees last year but some employees did receive one. Elyse Seeley of
the Budget Committee explained that they were told no increases over the previous year’s
budget; if they were able to work in increases and still keep their budgets at a zero increase, then
increases were considered.

-Library budget right on line for this year.

-Circulation is up slightly.

-Attendance for programming has doubled.

-Porch rails were replaced with composite. Next year they would like to do the porch decking.

-The have been working with Fire Consultant Nick Cricenti about what is or is not required as
far as sprinklers in the basement. He is supposed to report back to them.
-The Library was commended on their programs and the obvious attendance at them.

Al Belanger, Cemetery Trustees

-Thanked the highway department for their great work in maintaining the cemeteries.
-Replaced the 4x4s going up to the flagpole with concrete cobblestone.

-Should be ok with a zero budget increase.

Elyse Seeley, Budget Committee

-Their budget looks flat.

-They recently had their first meeting during which they discussed the economy and what the
situation with the state is.

-For next meeting, they have asked Phyllis for a status of foreclosures, tax revenue, bank-owned
properties to try and get a feel for how the town is affected.

-They have not set any specific goals or recommendations until the insurance rates are known.
-They will be asking Howard Cadwell, Trustee of the Trust Funds, to give an update and status
on capital reserve funds to see if there are any stagnant ones out there. It appears there is a
school construction account with about $250,000 in it that they would like to see gets turned over
to the Town.

Kevin Lemoine, Fire Chief

-FD budget is on line.

-Emphasis in 2011 will be on manpower issues and will investigate a live-in program.
-Possibly will look into stand-by pay as was discussed last year.

-New station is on schedule.

That completed the Department Head Meeting. Johnston thanked everyone for coming.

Robinson asked the Selectmen if Sherman Ave could be shut down on 9/25 from 2pm-10pm for
the annual party at 20 Sherman Ave. They said it was OK.

At 8:35pm, a motion to adjourn was made by Bryan and seconded by Artimovich. All voted in
favor.
