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The Ice Storm of 2008

The Fire Department as well as the town of Brent-
wood found itself in uncharted waters starting the night
of December 11 and into the following week. In my thirty
years in the Fire Department | have never seen this town
shut down as it was on December 11. As the ice storm
progressed through the night many trees and power
lines fell, blocking roads and causing a loss of power to
the residents of Brentwood. Emergency services were
limited in access for most of the town for the first 12 to
24 hours after the storm. As we realized the scope of
this disaster, the emergency operations center (EOC)
was opened early Friday morning and the shelter was
opened in the Fire Association Hall. As the day went on,
the Highway Department worked to clear trees and
debris from many roads. It took many days for the
power companies to clear the roads from power lines
before we could have full access to the town. The fire
house was manned around the clock for the next week.
We responded to more than 138 incidents involving
emergencies, well-being checks and assistance. During
this time we responded to two house fires, one which
sustained substantial interior damage. Had we not had
people on duty these houses would have suffered a
much greater loss.

The Fire Department’s job is to prepare for
emergencies of all kinds and to handle whatever the task
is. As we have designed and presented a building to the
taxpayers over the last three years we've heard com-
ments such as “you don’t need that for a building,” “we
don’t have tornados, hurricanes or other disasters,” and
“that won’t happen here.” Amazing what an ice storm
can do to a community! These disasters do happen; and
we need to be prepared.

The emergency services in town — police, fire, and
highway — stepped up and performed well under these
hazardous conditions. All were coordinated under our
EOC at the fire house. We did find some deficiencies
and difficulties at the EOC. The EOC was on generator
power for a week, so the building had power. Phone
lines were down at the EOC for two days, causing us to
work off a limited cell phone system and radios. With
the amount of personnel operating at the EOC and fire
department, the EOC was overcrowded as it overflowed
into the fire department’s apparatus bays. As the
emergency stretched into a week, our manpower was
becoming thin and the National Guard was brought in to
assist.

We did learn that in disasters of this magnitude
covering many area towns, the emergency services are
on their own for the first 48 hours, and we need to be
prepared to operate in that way.

In any future disasters, information and assistance
can always be rendered at the fire house by contacting
the fire house or stopping in.

December 2008 Ice Storm

It's been a month since the ice storm hit the New
England coast and left the residents of Brentwood
without power. A number of residents suffered great
loss from this event.

The Emergency Operations Center (EOC) was
activated and the Town of Brentwood’s emergency ser-
vices worked around the clock to open roads, restore
power, protect and serve our residents. Members of the
EOC, Board of Selectmen, Fire, Police and Highway
Departments met daily to evaluate the needs of the town
and this was reported during the daily conference with
the Governor.

As the emergency services canvassed the town,
hanging emergency shelter notices and doing well-being
checks, we frequently saw neighbors helping others.
Residents were sharing generators to warm houses,
bringing food and water to persons without access.
Some residents were walking door to door, just to make
sure everyone was safe. Our community really pulled
itself together. Looking back, I think that the safety and
welfare of the Brentwood residents were put as our
highest priority.

As we critique the events, they found that we have
residents in our community who are elderly, disabled or
handicapped and are without means of transportation,
assistance and/or communications. Some of these
residents spent days without necessary resources
needed for their health and welfare.

I would like to ask these residents to contact the
Brentwood Fire Department at 642-8132 during working
hours, Monday-Friday from 7:30 am to 4:30 pm and ask
to be placed on the Emergency Well-Being Checklist.
My intent here is to create a resource for those having
limitations or special circumstances. This list will be
utilized during any future State of Emergency by the Fire
Department or EOC.

I would like to close by saying thank you to all
members of the Town of Brentwood emergency
services. These personnel worked around the clock to
protect and provide for our community. A job well done!

Little League (9-12yo by April 30, 2009) signups
are with the Exeter Junior Baseball League, and
information can be found on their website:
www.exeterbaseball.org. Deadline is Feb. 21 to register
for the tryouts. A link can be found on their website for
the Babe Ruth League (13-19yo by April 30, 2009),
which Brentwood will now be a part of. Their signup
deadline is not yet set; please check the website or
check with the Brentwood Rec for more information in
the coming month.

An important message about signing up for a sport:

The majority of those playing in one of Brent-
wood’s youth sports programs have played in years
past, and therefore are aware of the general signup
period, process of signing up, where the Rec office is,
and how to contact the Rec Department if they have
questions about a program or want to inquire about
signups for a program. We have attempted to curb late
signups for several reasons and hope that our baseball
season will prove to have fewer than in the past.

Brentwood teams play in several other leagues in each
of the different sports that we play, and each of those
leagues have their own deadlines we must meet; in
some cases exceptions are made by those leagues but
with a substantial late fee that we could otherwise use
elsewhere in the Department. Schedules must be
created, uniforms ordered, coaches contacted and
prepared, gym spaces coordinated and rented,
referees/umpires scheduled, supplies bought, money
budgeted, and all of this is done according to the number
of teams/kids we have playing. One late signup may not
cause a lot of extra time or difficult shuffling, but there is
never just one. All of the above tasks suffer when
multiple late signups take time and energy away from
completing them. We want ALL kids in Brentwood who
want to play to be able to play. We will advertise
deadlines on the Brentwood Town website, in the Rec
Office and on the outgoing phone message, in the
Carriage Towne News, Exeter Newsletter (online or in
print), and here in the Brentwood Newsletter. In the
future, only one flyer will go home in the Swasey
Wednesday folder three or four weeks before a deadline,
this will be for each sport so should equal three times a
year. If all else fails and you want to know what'’s going
on with a sport, call the office, don’t wait until it's too late.
