Cyclical Data Collection Project 
 

The Brentwood Cyclical Data Collection project 
is entering the first phase of a 2+ year process to ensure 
accurate data is represented on each owner’s property 
assessment record.  Jim Michaud, the Town’s tax 
assessor contractor hired by the Brentwood Board of 
Selectmen, will be in town measuring and listing property 
starting in December of 2008 and continuing through 
2010.   

Jim has photo identification issued by, and his 
vehicle information on record at, the Brentwood Police 
Department.  The data collection has started in the 
northern part of town and will move southerly from there. 

It is necessary that property owners please allow 
the data collectors to inspect the interior as well as 
conduct exterior measurements of all buildings on the 
site.  If no one is home at the time the data collector 
arrives, he will leave a yellow call-back card with a 
phone number for the property owner to call to schedule 
an interior inspection.

Report from Your State Representative 

The state budget was the primary issue before the 
NH House in early April.  By law, the budget must be 
balanced.  Because the economic recession has seen 
revenues plummet, the House Finance Committee 
reluctantly recommended certain cuts in state programs, 
a rise in some benefit costs, and some tax increases.  At 
first the committee’s findings were endorsed by all of its 
24 members, but later the committee’s Republicans 
opposed them.  In the House all but a handful of Demo-
crats and no Republicans supported the two budget bills, 
HB 1 and HB 2.  Neither side was happy with the out-
come, which was an attempt to spread the pain.  Various 
amendments, which would have produced an unbal-
anced budget or were otherwise problematical, were 
voted down.  The majority killed an opposition proposal 
centered around an across-the-board 13 percent cut in 
state agencies’ funding, which would have had a harmful 
impact on schools and on state agencies’ functions such 
as law enforcement, Fish and Game services, Medicaid, 
agricultural services, family assistance, courts, parks 
and recreation, etc.  

The two bills were passed by votes of 193*-174 
and 182*-165 respectively (as in previous reports, my 
vote is indicated by an asterisk).  They had features I did 
not support, but faced with an up or down vote on the 
whole package, I voted in favor to help avoid a harsher 
alternative.  HB 1 and HB 2 have gone on to the Senate, 
which doubtless will make some substantial changes.  
But since much of their content will survive, I’ll lay out 
their main elements. 

HB1 comprises the budget items, which include 
meeting the obligation under law to fully fund an 
adequate education in NH schools; restoration of rooms 
and meals revenue to towns and cities (removed in the 
governor’s budget); reduction of overtime in state 
prisons to avoid cutting corrections officers’ positions; 
and funding for drug and alcohol programs, a catastro-
phic illness program, funds for HIV/Aids service organi-
zations, assistance to needy children and seniors, and 
(with help from federal stimulus funds) repair and 
maintenance of roads. 

State agencies will not get the increases they 
requested; some will have their budgets cut back to 
2008 levels.  The House agreed with the governor’s 
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proposal to close a prison in Laconia and to lay off as 
many as 250 state employees.  Some 400 vacant 
positions will not be filled.  $83 million for school 
construction was dropped from the budget. 

To most House members the revenue measures 
in HB2 were more controversial than the budget 
proposal itself.  The proposed taxes include a 5% tax on 
capital gains in excess of $5,000 ($10,000 for a couple), 
a 10% tax on gambling winnings, an 8% tax on estates 
over $2 million ($4 million for a couple), an increase in 
rooms and meal tax from 8% to 8.75%, a 5% increase in 
the gasoline tax per year for three years, a tax of 35 
cents per pack of cigarettes.  The current tax on 
dividends and interest in excess of $2,400 will be 
reduced, with no taxes levied on the first $5,000 earned 
($10,000 for a couple).  Pension contributions by state 
employees will be increased by two percent for two 
years. 

Apart from the budget measures, the House bills 
receiving the most public attention and press coverage 
were those that the House took up in late March:  
repealing the death penalty, legalizing medicinal use of 
marijuana, legalizing same-sex marriage, and providing 
civil rights protections for transgender persons. 

After voting 209*-65 to establish a commission to 
study the death penalty in New Hampshire, the House 
took up a bill that would outright repeal the death 
penalty.  Opponents of repeal maintained that there are 
some crimes of such magnitude as to warrant a death 
penalty and that repeal would do a disservice to police 
officers.  The other side of the argument was that studies 
have shown that the death penalty is not a deterrent.  
More important, innocent people can be, and some 
probably have been, executed.  Some House members 
who were undecided were swayed by a powerful 
account by a representative whose father had been 
murdered.  He described the killing, his emotions, how 
they evolved, and why he opposed the death penalty.  A 
motion in favor of repeal passed by 193*-174.  31 
Republicans were among the yea votes and 45 
Democrats among the nays.  Within minutes after the 
vote, the governor announced he would veto the bill if it 
made it though the Senate. 

I was one of the sponsors of the bill to legalize the 
medical use of marijuana.  The lead sponsor, Repre-
sentative Evelyn Merrick, was herself a cancer patient 
who had used marijuana to ease extreme nausea during 
her treatment.  The bill was carefully drafted to ensure 
as well as possible that it would be applied under a 
doctor’s care, not be misused, and apply only to 
debilitating medical conditions of a chronic or terminal 
nature that had gone on for at least three months.  In the 
debate, one speaker told of his son, whose suffering with 
terminal cancer included, along with pain, extreme 
nausea and a resulting inability to eat.  When prescribed 
medications failed to help him, a suggestion to try 
marijuana was acted upon.  The marijuana greatly 
alleviated his symptoms and, his father said, made his 

final days much more bearable.  34 Republicans joined 
200 Democrats in a 234*-138 vote to pass the bill. 

Debate, parliamentary maneuvering, and voting 
on the gay marriage bill, HB 436, took three hours.  Two 
gay House members spoke movingly of the impact that 
unequal rights have had on their lives, and supporters of 
the bill thought it had a good chance of passage.  
However, the “ought to pass” motion was defeated by 
one vote (182-183).  Two subsequent efforts to 
definitively kill the bill failed, as efforts by bill supporters 
to persuade some members to change their vote paid 
off.  A motion that the bill was inexpedient to legislate 
was defeated, 189-177.  Next a motion to reconsider 
passed by a fifteen-vote margin.  Then came the second 
ought to pass motion.  As happened during each 
preceding vote, the tension was palpable during the half-
minute delay between the opening of voting and the 
appearance of the result on the electronic scoreboard.  
The final vote was 186*-179. 

New Hampshire law protects people from 
discrimination based on their age, sex, race, creed, 
color, etc.  HB 415 added transgender persons to those 
who are protected.  Opponents turned what was a 
straightforward civil rights issue into what became known 
as the “bathroom bill.”  They argued that the bill would 
result in men wearing wigs going into female bathrooms 
and endangering children.  But such behavior could take 
place as it is without the bill, and it was ludicrous, as well 
as inflammatory, to paint the bill in a false light.  Passed 
by the House, the bill died in the Senate April 29. 

That same day the Senate passed the medical 
marijuana bill by a 14-10 vote.  Governor Lynch has 
expressed concerns about the bill but has not said he 
will veto it.  The death penalty bill has died, at least for 
now, in the Senate, where it was tabled.  Somewhat 
surprisingly, the senators voted 13-11 in favor of the gay 
marriage bill.  Because they amended it, the bill will 
come back to the House in May for another vote.  If the 
House passes it again, it will go to the governor, who, 
although he has not stated that he will veto it, does not 
like the bill. 

The Senate also tabled a seat belt law (a 
“secondary” law that is invoked only if a driver is not 
wearing a belt when stopped for a traffic violation or 
involved in an accident).  

The well over 300 other bills considered by the 
House in late March and in April included many of 
general interest (e.g., an increase in the tax on beer, 
which was killed by a 314*-35 vote).  Space doesn’t 
allow me to go into these, but those who want to read an 
account of them, and full details of the budget, can read 
House Journals on the web at 
www.gencourt.state.nh.us/ns.
