Biofuels

Report from Your State Representative

Working on behalf of Ken and Danielle Lambert
of Brentwood, I've introduced a bill whose purpose is (as
stated in the bill) “to better protect persons with certain
mental illnesses and developmental disabilities by
providing law enforcement officers on a restricted basis
with immediate access to information that will assist
them in recognizing and assisting these individuals in
times of crisis in obtaining services.” Before | left for
Zimbabwe, | met with Department of Public Safety
Assistant Commissioner Earl Sweeney in Concord and
gave him a copy of a similar bill passed by the Oregon
legislature. He liked the idea and offered to adapt the
bill's text for New Hampshire. Once he had done that, |
forwarded the text to Neal Kurk, a Republican represen-
tative who has strong feelings about privacy issues. |
incorporated a couple of suggestions he made, ran the
amended text by Earl, and submitted it to the Office of
Legislative Services, which puts draft bills into legislative
language. So far | have lined up one co-sponsor and am
looking to get more.

Some articles | read about athletic injuries in
schools, particularly concussions, led me to consider
introducing a bill to study the situation in NH schools and
determine whether remedial measures would be
appropriate. But first | called Janet Monahan of the NH
Medical Society, who advised me to check with the
Executive Director of the NH Interscholastic Athletic
Association, Patrick Corbin. That | did, and from him
learned a lot about existing regulations and practices
regarding the safety and well-being of school athletes.
The oversight of school-based athletics that the NHIAA
and its Sports Medicine Committee provide has done
much to promote sound practices in both the prevention
and treatment of athletic injuries. What we have is not
perfect, but a more comprehensive system would require
a lot of money.

A state-mandated program to upgrade practices
in some districts is out of the question, since unfunded
mandates are prohibited by law.

Here in Harare [Zimbabwe], many streets are
lined with jacaranda trees, which are now in full bloom.
The lavender blue is gorgeous and softens the scruffi-
ness of a city that shows the effects of a decade of
neglect caused by a ruined economy’s lack of resources
for maintenance. It’s the dry season in Zimbabwe. The
landscape in this part of the country is sere: a baked
dull-brown. This won’t change until the advent of the
short rains, which should begin in November. Some
days the sky is a brilliant blue, other days bush fires
produce a dull haze.

Robert Mugabe, Zimbabwe'’s first and only
president, has been in power for 29 years. At first he
seemed bent on healing the wounds after years of
white/black civil war and strife between the majority
Shona and minority Ndebele peoples. But then he set

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out to destroy the black political opposition, which was
composed almost entirely of Ndebele, most of whom
lived in Matabeleland in the western part of the country.
He sent a North Korean-trained army unit to Matabele-
land which over a few years in the 1980s wreaked
havoc, killing as many as 20,000 men, women, and
children.

With each passing year, Mugabe became more
tyrannical. Political opponents were beaten, tortured
and, in come cases, murdered. Big shots of his political
party, ZANU-PF amassed great wealth, while the bulk of
the population lived in growing poverty. Losing popu-
larity, Mugabe sought to shore up the flagging support of
veterans of the liberation movement by giving them
generous pensions. This cost hundreds of millions of
dollars and had a drastic impact on the government’s
finances. Then came forcible seizures of white farms,
whose productivity was the backbone of the economy.
The resulting economic freefall was accelerated when
Mugabe took the costly step of sending Zimbabwean
troops to fight in the Congo in 1998. By 2008, when the
last elections took place, Mugabe and ZANU-PF were so
unpopular the opposition MDC won a majority of the
seats in parliament, despite vote rigging and violence
inflicted on suspected MDC supporters.

Giving in to pressure from neighboring countries,
In February Mugabe agreed to join with the opposition in
a coalition government, with Mugabe its president and
the MDC'’s leader, Morgan Tsvangirai (pronounced
chang-ir-ai) prime minister. MDC and ZANU-PF divided
up the ministries. The agreement stipulated that trans-
formative changes would made, including restoration of
the rule of law, democratic governance, an independent
judiciary, freedom of the press, sound economic policies,
formation of a new constitution, etc.

The record so far is mixed. The Zimbabwe
dollar, whose value had depreciated to over 250 trillion
to one US dollar, was replaced by the US dollar and
South African Rand. This, and the appointment of an
able finance minister, stopped the runaway inflation and
brought about a measure of economic stabilization.
Store shelves are no longer bare, although most items
are too expensive for the average Zimbabwean. The
worst of the human rights abuses by the security forces
ceased. But on the other side of the ledger, Mugabe
and company still control the army, police, and other
security apparatus. On questionable grounds, police
have arrested MDC members of parliament. Productive
farms are still being seized and taken over by Mugabe
cronies. Tens of thousands of farm workers have been
thrown off the farms and many of them have been badly
beaten. The government-controlled media routinely
trash Tsvangirai and the MDC. As you may have read
or seen on TV, at the UN General Assembly Mugabe
blames all of Zimbabwe’s woes on the U.S. and U.K.

My days are filled with meetings with the heads
of embassy sections and other agencies; intelligence
briefings; calls on other ambassadors, especially those
of countries that, with the U.S., provide almost all the
foreign assistance to Zimbabwe; and meetings with the
prime minister (three times), reform-minded government
ministers, other Zimbabweans, and UN officials. |
accompanied a U.S. congressional delegation for a
meeting with Mugabe. I've gone to all the embassy
sections and to the other agencies of the U.S. Mission,
talking to each American and Zimbabwean employee.
At least once a week, | get together with the donor-
country ambassadors for discussions on our coordinated
aid programs. After hours I've gone to five dinners, two
national day celebrations, and a couple of receptions
(one for the organizations through which we channel our
aid -- we do not give any aid directly to the government).
| spent part of a Saturday as an honored guest at an
agricultural show at a small town east of Harare.

Two weeks ago, with other diplomats and the
minister of education, | visited an elementary school,
whose dilapidation, lack of sufficient classroom space
and furniture, and shortage of teaching materials (e.g.,
one textbook per ten kids) was heart-rending. I'm glad
we are involved with other donors and UNICEF in a
project to print and distribute enough textbooks to
ensure every child has one.

The Gardeners’ meeting on September 23 got off
to a happy start when everyone was invited to come and
carve off a chunk of a humongous old-fashioned pink
peony plant that president Diantha Wade had wrestled
out of her yard. Anyone who has ever dug up a peony
bush can see from the picture what a complex digging
job it was — and this was taken after 8 people had
already cut away their clumps.

We then turned to another earthy subject as we
heard a very interesting and enthusiastic speaker, Joan
O’Connor of Henniker, talk to us about Composting
Worms. The first thing we learned was that these are
not your ordinary yard worms or night crawlers, and you
do NOT toss these into your outdoor compost pile.
These are warm-climate, thin, red worms that thrive in a
temperature-protected bin you prepare for them. They
feed on your garbage and produce nature’s finest com-
post, which can go safely, directly onto house plants,
lawns, flower and vegetable gardens. Gardeners every-
where are turning to these little fellows for their compost.
Joan held a clump of them in her hand and passed
around a bowl of them for us to inspect. No one
squealed or flinched! Brentwood gardeners are country,
no-nonsense gardeners! Several people bought a one-
pound bucket of worms so they could start on their own
bins.

To the Editor

We take exception to the inflammatory rhetoric put
forth in a letter that was published in the September
2009 Brentwood Newsletter “Crawley Falls Bridge

Update”.

The letter was crafted by the town Administrator
on behalf of the Town of Brentwood’s Board of Select-
men. The article purports to bring residents up to date
on the status of the Crawley Falls Bridge Replacement
Project. It appears the Replacement Project was
selected for 100% funding, as a shovel ready project,
under the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act.

The letter continues: the Selectmen “want to warn
residents” that the project is “jeopardized” by “one
abutter’s refusal to sign an easement deed”. The Select-
men claim that if the abutter does not acquiesce to an
easement of said property, the end result will be the loss
of 100% in federal funding. This will also negatively
impact “next year’s tax bills” by 20%.

The arrogant demeanor of our local elected offi-
cials is dangerous, for it is meant to incite the anger of
the mass towards the one. This type of divisive lan-
guage is unacceptable and has no place in a local
political arena.

Why did the Selectmen not approach said land
owner prior to applying for federal funding, particularly in
light of the fact that some of the land at issue has been
widely acknowledged around town to be under litigation?

If said abutter would not sign an easement deed
now, why do the Selectmen believe the abutter will en-
dorse an easement next year? We assume an ease-
ment will still be needed for the State funded program to
proceed.

We expect our elected officials to deal in good
faith. Apparently that has not happened. The Select-
men should have approached said abutter prior to sub-
mitting a shovel ready project for federal funds. The
Selectmen should explain why the abutter was not
afforded this courtesy.

We expect our elected officials to act amicably
when dealing with the public. Discussions may become
contentious, but the citizens of Brentwood must not
tolerate our elected officials wanton antagonizing of
citizens against fellow citizen (s), or the infringement of
local government on ones Constitutional Right to protect
their property.

Special Charitable Project
Sponsored by the Baptist Church

The First Baptist Church of Brentwood is again
this year filling shoe boxes for Operation Christmas
Child, a project of Samaritan’s Purse, which is a
Christian international relief program with Franklin
Graham, son of Billy Graham, as president. The boxes
should be filled with school supplies, toys, hygiene
items, hard candy and gum, socks, caps, tee shirts,
flashlights with extra batteries, sunglasses and so on, all
new of course, suitably marked for girls or boys for ages
2-4 years, 5-9 years and 10-14 years old. They will be
collected in mid-November to be packed in large trailer
truck rigs bound for North Carolina. There they are
checked and sorted according to whether warm weather
wear such as flip flops and sunglasses are included, or
whether winter wear such as warm hats, gloves and
scarves are included.

These are then boxed again in larger boxes,
ready to be sent to designated areas where disaster has
struck or war has left its mark, where poverty is severe,
or sometimes to orphanages. They then are delivered
by truck, aircraft, boat or even horse or camel, depend-
ing on where they are going. And of course it does take
money, to which companies and generous individuals
contribute. If you would like to help — but not shop — you
may donate whatever you feel you are able. There are
fliers in the entry to the vestry at the church that have
suggestions and there are labels to be put on the boxes
stating the gender and age of the child. If you would like
to fill an ordinary shoe box or a plastic shoe box, that is
perfectly acceptable and they may be left at the church.
Just don't seal them, but put a rubber band around them
and label the outside on top of the box.

On Friday, Oct. 16 at 6:00 o'clock there will be a
potluck supper at the church. We expect the regional
director to be there to give us more details and answer
guestions and boxes will be available. We invite anyone
interested to come and learn more about the project. It
would be a great project for a youth group. In fact, we
first picked the project when a Cub Scout den chal-
lenged us. We filled about 20 boxes. Last year we did
over 160. Can you help us top that?

There are certainly a lot of worthy causes going
on, but this is only once a year and it matters not what
your religion is -- or is not. The boxes go both to over-
seas countries and also to locations in our own country.
Some of the stories are very touching. Attending a
church or being a Christian or becoming one is not a
requirement. Just showing that people worlds and miles
away care and recognize their situation is important to
the recipients. You are welcome to enclose a letter and
pictures if you like — you might hear back from someone
far away.
