Public hearing will be held October 16
with the Selectmen. The Baseline Monitoring Report was reviewed and the easement
was discussed. E. Schmalzer moved that the commission recommended that the
Selectmen approve the easement. V. Schmalzer seconded and the motion passed.

b. WRP grants are proceeding. The road class issue with one of the parcels has become a
non-issue and the parcel is moving forward.

Wofchuck provided a reminder on Easement mentoring.

Based on a previous discussion on the old draft of a Policy on Easement Stewardship

Fund, Wofchuck obtained and presented information that the fund would need to be

established at Town meeting, Town Council would need to review it prior. Following

some discussion, Wofchuck to continue with moving this forward.
