2020 Brentwood Rec Fall Sports Covid-19 Precautions
· Coaches will be required to wear a face covering at all times.
· Players will be asked to wear masks onto & off the field.
· Once the players are on the “playing field” then the sport will take over
· If players are on the sideline waiting or drinking water they will be 6 feet apart.
· If players are on the sideline they will be required to wear a mask.
· There will be entry and exit points on the lower and upper fields and they will be marked in red & yellow paint and flags.
· We ask that only immediate families attend the games.
· Families will be asked to watch games from their vehicles (lower field only)
· On the upper field there will be an orange box outside of the playing fields and spectators won’t be allowed to enter that box unless given permission by a coach.
· All spectators will be required to wear a mask. 
· Fall sports will only be 1 day a week.
· Soccer on Saturday mornings
· Field Hockey on Sunday afternoons
· Lacrosse on Tuesday nights
· No sharing of any equipment or water bottles.
· Temp Checks
· Families will be asked to temp check before arriving to the field.
· As soon as the Rec Department gets more thermometers each team/program will be given one and will be asked to temp check each player before they step onto the field. Any temp below 100 will be allowed entry and any above 100 will be asked to go home.
· Families will be asked to stay home if their child is showing any symptoms or have any doubts about their child being sick.
· After games players will have 10 minutes to leave the field before the next game starts.
· Coaches will be asked to wipe down equipment and high touched surfaces before leaving.
· Wipes and/or spray will be located in the concession stand, upper field shed, or the lower field shed.
· If someone tested positive.
· If a PARTICIPANT or COACH tests positive for Covid-19 then we will close down for down for 14 days and season will pick up according to the schedule. (no makeups)
· If a family member of a participant or coach tests positive for Covid-19 that player and/or coach will be asked to stay home for 14 days before coming back to play.
· There will be no refunds for any cancelled games due to weather or forced closures due to Covid-19.
· If someone is already under a quarantine they shouldn’t be attending a fall sport or program until their quarantine is over. 
· Mid season changes
· All of this info is subject to change based off federal, state, or town mandates and regulations. We will be in constant communication throughout the season and will adapt accordingly.
